The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (the Agencies) have proposed a rulemaking to
revise the compensatory mitigation regulations. They are seeking
feedback about how this rulemaking might affect state, tribal and
local governments and any recommendations regarding content of
a rulemaking that you may have. Potential changes identified by
the Agencies include: removal of the IRT Process; alternatives to
add efficiencies in mitigation bank and ILF program evaluation;
compliance with Miscellaneous Recelpts Statute; ILF program
