How can tribes use their Section 106 funds?

In general, each tribe identifies the activities and actions necessary to create and sustain a program that best meets their water quality
needs. Over the years, tribes have used Section 106 funds for activities such as:

Developing and implementing comprehensive water quality monitoring programs.
Hiring program staff and purchasing equipment and supplies.
Conducting and reperting on water quality assessments.

Developing and implementing water quality ordinances and tribal and EPA-approved water quality standards and gaining TAS under
CWA section 303(c) and section 401.

Developing water quality and geographic information system databases to track changes in water quality and ensure consistency in
data management.

Attending trainings, workshops, and other events to build and share technical knowledge.

Conducting training and educational outreach to tribal members.

Identifying nonpoint sources of pollution.

Developing nonpoint source assessment reports and management plans.

Gaining TAS for CWA section 319 (nonpoint source) funding.

Determining the effectiveness of nonpoint source projects or best management practices.

Implementing wetlands protection programs.

Coordinating water quality protection activities with state and federal agencies and community organizations.
